The unit can send an SMS, or Voice aterhany different phone numbers, but you can specify only
one phone number per action when setting it up. However, please keep in mind that both the SMS
and the dial up actions such as Voice will call to the first number, then after sending to this number,
it will call to the second number and so on. So, if you have many numbers in the call list, it will take
that much more time to finish sending the SMS or dial up Voice call alerts.
